Although Asian American youth are often stereotyped as a uniformly well-educated and successful “model minority,” they are at high risk of depression and suicide. Parents often want to help, but face barriers including communication and language challenges, lack of awareness, and stigma of mental health issues and treatment. Our team will develop and disseminate culturally tailored, evidence-informed, and scalable programs and tools focused on mental health awareness, stigma reduction, and help-seeking that decrease suicide risk and directly empower Asian immigrant families to live their healthiest lives. Strategies at the individual level will focus on destigmatization and education. Strategies at the family level will focus on improving parenting skills and practices, including parent-child communication. Community-level strategies will focus on building national networks and resources, including a national provider directory, in partnership with school districts and community organizations throughout the country. While the primary focus of the current project is Chinese immigrant families, we anticipate that the programs, tools, and models developed can be adapted for other Asian and minority communities.

Introduction
I am a psychiatrist specializing in outpatient mental health delivery, cross-cultural psychiatry, and medical education. After completing an internship in internal medicine and residency in adult psychiatry at Massachusetts General Hospital and McLean Hospital in 2013, I joined the faculty at MGH and HMS, where I provide clinical care and administration, supervise and teach trainees, and perform research on psychiatric service engagement, cross-cultural psychiatry, and mental health disparities.

In 2014 I co-founded the MGH Center for Cross-Cultural Student Emotional Wellness. I have experience with integration of mental health into primary care, serving as a consultant, content expert, and educational programs director for Partners Population Health Management’s Depression Consultation, Access, Referral, and Education (DCARE) initiative. In 2018 I assumed the roles of Medical Director of Ambulatory Psychiatry Services and Co-Director of Primary Care Psychiatry at MGH, where I help oversee the 45+ outpatient clinical programs in our department and am involved in ambulatory psychiatric care delivery transformation efforts.

Since 2010, I have been conducting clinical research on cross-cultural psychiatry, stigma, and racial and ethnic disparities in rates of utilization of psychiatric services. I have received funding from the HMS Dupont-Warren Fellowship, the Livingston Award, and the HMS Center for Primary Care Innovation Fellowship and Senior Fellowship Programs. I was funded by an NIMH T32 Training Grant to complete a master’s degree at the Harvard School of Public Health to expand my knowledge of quantitative research methodology. My research has been recognized by the HMS Solomon Research Award, the Mood and Anxiety Disorder Institute Board’s Tedlow Award, the American Psychiatric Association’s Research Colloquium for Junior Investigators, and the American Society of Clinical Psychopharmacology’s New Investigator Award. I have lectured and chaired symposia at the local, regional, and national levels on the topics of cross-cultural psychiatry, sociocultural psychiatry education, and mental health services for underserved racial/ethnic minority patient populations.

I am dedicated to serving the communities of which I am a part. In addition to serving on several committees for the MGH Department of Psychiatry and MGH/McLean adult psychiatry residency, I am affiliated faculty with the MGH/McLean Clinician Educator Program (CEP), the MGH Division of Global Psychiatry, and the Lee Kum Sheung Center for Health and Happiness at the Harvard-T.H. Chan School of Public Health. I have previously served on the HMS Center for Diversity Inclusion & Partnership LGBT Advisory Committee as well as the Harvard-T.H. Chan School of Public Health’s Dean’s Advisory Committee on Diversity and Inclusion.

Summary
Since my appointment as faculty at HMS, I have endeavored to deliver excellent clinical care while also conducting health services research, teaching, and engaging in clinical innovation. Through these activities at the local, regional, and national levels, as well as through service to the community and involvement with academic and professional societies, I have sought to improve the care of patients, with a focus on psychiatrically underserved populations, and to expand knowledge in our field.
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
